WZ. WALTZ

CHARACTERISTICS: In round dancing, Waltz is denoted using 3/4 timing, using a count of 1,
2, 3;. Normally three steps to a measure but various syncopated timing is often used: [[1,2&,3];
[1&,2,3]; [1,2,3&];]. Major characteristics of Waltz are the rhythmic rise and fall with the low
point being through count 1, commence rise at the end of 1, continue rise through count 2,
continue rise to the highest point on count 3, lower at the end of count 3.

# Balance [Forward and Back] WZ bal Balance [Direction]
1,2,3; 1,2,3; FWD, CL, IN PLC; BK, CL, IN PLC;
(BK, CL, IN PL; FWD, CL, IN PLC;)
MAN: In Closed Position beginning with either foot forward, close, in place; back, close, in
place;
WOMAN: In Closed Position beginning with either foot back, close, in place; forward, close in
place;
NOTE: May be done in any position. When done in Open or Semi-Closed Position woman’s
first step is forward.

# Balance [Side] WZ bal Balance [Direction]
1,2,3; SD, XIB, IN PLC;
MAN OR WOMAN: Beginning with either foot side, behind, in place;

# Box none Box
1,2,3; 1,2,3; FWD, SD, CL; BK, SD, CL;

(BK, SD, CL; FWD, SD, CL;)
MAN: Forward left, side right, close left; back right, side left, close right;
WOMAN: Back right, side left, close right; forward left, side right, close left;
NOTE: May be done in Open, Closed or Butterfly Position. If in Open Position, woman’s first
step is forward.

# Circle Away and Together circ awy & tog Circle Away & Together
1,2,3;1,2,3; FWD TRN, FWD TRN, CL; FWD TRN, FWD TRN, CL;
MAN OR WOMAN: Separating from partner and moving away in a circular pattern forward,
forward, close; continuing circular pattern toward partner forward, forward to designated
position, close;
NOTE: Although "Circle Away and Together" is a two-measure figure, each half may be used
separately, i.e. "Circle Away" and "Circle Together". Example of "Circle Away": starting with
lead foot from Open Position Line of Dance or from Butterfly Wall man curves left face toward
the Center of the Hall, woman curves right face toward the Wall. Both end facing Reverse
Line of Dance and away from partner. Example of "Circle Together": starting with trail foot
both facing Reverse Line of Dance and away from partner, man curves left face toward Wall
and woman curves right face toward Center of Hall to designated position.

NOTE: May be done in Open, Closed or Butterfly Position. If in Open Position, woman'’s first

step is back.

# Waltz Away and Together awy & tog Waltz Away & Together
1,2,3;1,2,3; FWD TRN, SD & FWD, CL; FWD TRN, SD & FWD, CL;

MAN OR WOMAN: With inside hands joined forward turning away from partner, side &
forward [to a slight Back to Back], close; side and forward turning to face partner, side &

forward, close;
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
