They cue and teach at 
square and round dance festivals, and have been featured at festivals in Ohio, Michigan, Wisconsin, Wyoming, 
Illinois, Texas, California, Alaska, Missouri, Colorado, North Carolina, Montana, Oklahoma, and New Mexico. 

 
Throughout their dancing career, the Nolens have actively served the dance community in various positions with 
ROUNDALB, ICBDA, and state round dance organizations.
